Retail Demand: There are 405 retail trade businesses in the City of
Covington. Covington’s 2009 trade area retail buying power is

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Downtown Covington: Newton County-Covington, Georgia residents
and visitors enjoy shopping in historic downtown Covington which
offers a luxurious day spa as well as many antique, apparel, and gift
stores. Because of Covington’s growing population, recent years have
brought a return of residential options to the downtown area.

Commercial/Retail Business Incentives:

For qualifying businesses, the City of Covington

or Newton County can arrange for a "'fast track"
timeline for obtaining necessary permits and/or
provide a reduction in the required permit fees. As
of 2010, the State of Georgia also offers other
business incentives applicable to commercial and
retail businesses such as exempting state business
inventory tax and allowing tax write-offs for small
business capital investments.
